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Diane Holly, Representative of the Idaho Humane Society Rescue Ranch spent Saturday with the Club at the 
Poker Ride.

The Idaho Humane Society is a Non-Profit 501 (c) (3) 

organization which formed the Rescue Ranch in 2004. The 

mission of the Rescue Ranch is to promote the humane 

treatment of large farm animals, (especially horses) through 

education, investigation and if necessary, legal 

intervention. In addition, we provide physical rehabilitation 

to animals that have endured severe neglect, abandonment 

and abuse and then adopt them out to compassionate homes.  

The Rescue Ranch is currently leasing 8 acres to house and 

rehabilitate rescued animals. A dedicate team of volunteers 

help with the daily feedings, handling and cleaning. 

Despite our efforts to prevent abuse, abandonment and 

neglect for these animals through education and advocacy; 

abuse, abandonment and neglect continues to occur. 

Through the phone calls and emails of concerned and 

compassionate people, we are made aware of possible 

neglect/abuse cases.  We work closely with the Department 

of Agriculture and Animal Control investigators who do all 

that is possible within the law to make situations better for 

the animals involved. Sometimes this means educating the 

owners on how to properly feed and care for large animals; if 

the situation does not improve, legal action is taken to 

remove the animal. This is when the Idaho Humane Society 

Rescue Ranch steps in and provides the animal with proper 

care and a safe environment. 

The Idaho Humane Society is the largest and oldest animal 

welfare organization and veterinary charity in the state of 

Idaho. We are completely independent and we do not 

receive any funding from national animal welfare 

organizations such as the ASPCA or the Humane Society of 

the United States. All donations made to the organization
